that four years ago in Melbourne. The Australian team had a
record haul of medals then, and will be looking to extend that
record further this year 0 to the delight of what will potentially be
millions of fans!
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A Federation Square, Melbourne

The entertainment and sports centre of Melbourne, Federation
Square (or Fed Square as it iscommonly known) was purpose -built
as a gathering place for crowds to watching sporting and cultural
events from around Australia and the rest of the world . It has an
abundance of bars and restaurants within the immediate vicinity
of the square, along with many cultural attractions, such as the
Australian Centre for the Moving Image (ACMI), the lan Potter
Centre, the BMW Edge and the Best of Souvenirs store, where
people can purchase Australian memorabilia .

The venue is a huge attraction for people from all over Victoria,
where they gather in their thousands to watch events such as the
Soccer and Rugby World Cups, AFL Finals, Melbourne Cup and
many live concerts and other stage productions . Four years ago,
when the 2006 Commonwealth Games was held in Melbourne,
Fed Square attracted enormous numbers, as people watched
every event live on the huge sixty square metre LEDvideo screen .
With many of the sports venues being sold out for the duration of
the event, Fed Square was THE gathering place to watch
everything from the swimming to the athletics to the rugby sevens,
and will no doubt be the same again for thisy e a rexest, being
beamed LIVEfrom Delhi.
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A Customs House, Circular Quay, Sydney

The transport hub of the city, this is where the train, bus and
Sydney ferry networks converge . Up to 30,000 people per day
pass through the area, which increases nearer the summer
months . Major companies such as Audi and Singapore Airlines
have used the Customs House venue for brand launches and
publicity stunts in the recent past. It also recently played host to
an Australian Open Tennisfan site.

In addition, the venue has been used for a number of other live
sites, such as the Sydney New Y e a rEtescelebrations and, more
recently, the incredibly -successful Australian Masters Golf. For the
latter, a huge entertainment and interactive zone was set up
when Tiger Woods came to Melbourne to partake in the event for
the first time in eleven years, attracting large crowds for the four-
day duration . Activities included the Nintendo WiI/EA Sports Tiger
Woods 2009 competition on the big screen, a putting green and
mini-golf o there was even a person dressed in a tiger costume
getting the crowds involved with the golf activities, as well as
dancing along to the live bands in the evenings after the live
coverage finished.

All in all, Customs House will be an ideal venue for thiss u mmer 0 s
Commonwealth Games, and, like Melbourne four years ago, will
be expected to attract large crowds throughout the event .
