Main Arena

The RNA Showgrounds Main Arena is the location where all of each and every dayõs major events take place. 
Located at the heart of the exhibition, and with a capacity of over 25,000, it is where the showgoers can watch the 

show jumping, animal shows, monster trucks, nightly fireworks, and the highlight of the EkkA, the òEvening 
Spectacularó, the daily show which is almost always viewed by a capacity crowd. 

All of the action will be covered throughout the day on the giant fifty square metre LED video screen, which will be 
located directly opposite the main grandstand for prime viewing by the public. The screen, which creates a 
òcaptive audienceó effect, will run for a minimum of twelve hours per day, in full colour with high quality audio 
running through the main public address system. It is an ideal vehicle to get your brand message across to the 

600,000 or so attendees at the show each year.
